Dr. Cutrer expresses gratitude for how everyone has adapted to the situation at hand.

Satisfactory/Unsatisfactory grading — be sure to talk to Mike Fuller about Satisfactory/Unsatisfactory
(S/U) grading for any course in which students are enrolled in the spring semester 2020 and financial aid
implications. Dr. Cutrer asks how we will let the students know. Dr. Yells said he would like to send a
message out to students that S/U will be an option and to do so even if we do not have the actual
process in place. Add in the communication about graduate school or undergrad and speaking to
advisors. Financial Aid and Advisors are creating a checklist to help students make a wise decision.

COVID 19 Group — Meets Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays, for updates from various parts of the
university. Today in their meeting they talked about summer school. June 1% sessions will be online, one
reason is because students will start registering on April 13™". Another reason is looking at the curve.
Communication will come out today. Dr. Julien asks about Young Writers or the like, how he should
advise those in charge. Dr. Cutrer responds that she will get back to him on that. The second summer
session is undetermined. Dr. Cutrer said she meets with the SGA leadership and they are excited to get
back to campus. Summer classes may go online, it does not mean that staff do not go back to campus.

With SAT/ACT being unavailable to future student — Chancellor Sharp has given the Presidents the
authority to wave the ACT/SAT to let students admit. Dr. Cutrer met with Kathy Williams and Toney
Favors yesterday. The decision is for students who have not turned in ACT/SAT to have a 2.75 GPA to be
admitted and for students who fall below it to have a committee meet together to make a decision on
them individually. Dr. Cutrer to have the Academic Standards committee to review the 74 current
applicants. Dr. Drew Morton said he will reach out to his committee to do so.

Dr. Cutrer asks senate to let her know if there is anything the administration needs to address during
this time.
